Session 8 -  Course members presentations and  Portfolio/Masters Review.
Course members however incomplete their Portfolios are at this stage are asked to bring them to this session. They will be checked and advice offered regarding existing work and work to be completed.

Those who have already carried out the teaching episode are asked to give a short presentation to the rest of the group (5 -10mins) about how they worked with others, the nature of the activity and what they have learnt from the exercise.  This is not a formally assessed element of the course; it is a component of the course enabling course members to share their experiences with others. IT equipment and a projector will be available. The presentation can take the form of a power point, leaflet handout or just be in an oral format. If you are providing materials could you please bring about 30 copies with you to distribute to the rest of the group. If you are unable to bring material at this stage and are concerned about meeting the  27th September deadline, there will be a further hand in date in late January 2011 and support will be available to help you complete after the September deadline.
Note via Birkbeck regarding the Masters element
Just in case there is any confusion about this, can I re-iterate that any of your colleagues hoping to submit their CPD Portfolio at M level, will need to submit a total of 5,000 words of critical writing spread across the three tasks:   1. Institutional analysis and action plan;  2. Scheme of Work;  3. Essay on the importance of citizenship and personal practice.  There should be references to the literature in all three pieces to ensure that they go beyond the descriptive to the analytical.

Directions to Conference Centre Car Park
(An email version of these directions is available on request)

(‘Santa’:  Northwood Lane, TQ11 0EG)
From the A38 Plymouth to Exeter expressway, take the Dart Bridge turn off and follow the brown directional signs to Buckfast Abbey.  At the roundabout with the Mill Shop on the right, follow the road to the left up the hill.  THEN:
· Go past the main Abbey Car Park entrance and take the next right (Higher Mill Lane)

· Follow the road past the houses on the left to a T-junction (Buckfast Road) at the village green & look for signpost to Abbey Meadow, Northwood Lane and Conference Centre  

· Following the sign, turn right  (NOT left into Grange Road) and follow the road to the next turning on the left which is Northwood Lane.  The entrance gates to The Conference Centre are a short distance along on the right.  

· The Delegates’ Car  Park can be found on the left opposite the building including Disabled Parking spaces.  The entrance is at the side of the building. Overflow car parking is available in the Main Abbey Car Park.
